 Every Christian is sent into the world. 

Every Christian is a minister in the 
church. (1 Peter 4:10 )  



On the Move in John  

2.  Sent to all kinds of people.  

3. Sent with a message.  

4. Sent with power of Spirit.

 Bad:  Centripetal Force

(Ideas of mission, honor, authority, 
judgment)

ñFor I have come  down from heaven, 
not to do My own will, but the will of 
Him who sent  Me.

Men Working ï John 5:17 

ñNow in Jerusalem at the pool of 

Bethesda, Jesus healed a man 

who had been sick for 38 years.  

Jesus said to him, óGet up, pick up  

your mat and walk.ô This happened 

on the Sabbath.  



John 5:17 

The Jews persecuted Jesus because He 
healed on the Sabbath. Jesus 
answered them, óMy Father is working  
up to right now, and I Myself am 
working . The Jews sought even 
harder to kill Jesus because He healed 
on the Sabbath and called God His 
Father.ò 



John 4:34 

ñJesus said to them, óMy food is to do 
the will of Him who sent  Me and to 
accomplish His work .ò  

 

ñHis disciples urged Him, óRabbi eat.ôò  

(31) ñI sent  you to reap.ò (38) 



John 6:27, 28, 29 

ñJesus said, óDo not work  for food which 
perishes, but for food that lasts to 
eternal life.ô What are the works  of 
God? The work  of God is to believe in 
the One He has sent.ò  



John 9:1-4 (5-41) 

Regarding the man born blind that Jesus 
healed, ñJesus said, óIt was so that the 
work  of God might be glorified in his 
life. We must work  the works  of Him 
who sent  Me as long as it is day; night 
is coming when no one can work .ò
