In Relation to Others: LOVE

“Love without hypocrisy” 

“agape” love: 

“unselfish, self-giving, willful devotion, 

centers on others, pays any necessary 
price” 



Agape Love Is without: 

Hypocrisy = “two-faced; to be an actor, to 
impersonate, play a part, to simulate, to 
feign, to pretend” 

Love without hypocrisy is genuine, sincere, 
and real. 



Love without Hypocrisy Is: 

1. Sensitive to Sin

Psalm 97:10

True believers will hate sin

because God hates it; 

and will turn away from it. 



“ABHOR” 

1. Hatred that is expressed, not concealed. 

2. Demonstrates separation from

3. “Evil” that is specifically in opposition to 
good

Means hating evil

and separating from it

in all its various forms.

Love without Hypocrisy Is:

2. Pure

“Cling to what is good”

Literally “be glued to” good things
