A Key Teaching:

Two Kinds of Branches: 

1. Fruit-bearing true believers

2. Dead unbelievers



John 15:8

A Key Teaching: 

God prunes (cleans) the good branches: 

1. To be clearly seen

2. To bear even more fruit
