The Biblical Counselor’s Corner 
When I forgive someone, does that mean that I am also required to forget what 

happened?  
 Ephesians 4:32 commands us to love and forgive others exactly the same way God forgives us. How 

does God forgive us? He removes the penalty against us that resulted from our sin. He does this by applying the 

effects of the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ to our personal account. Paul’s calls this “kind and tender-

hearted.” The key to forgiveness is the effect of the cross of Christ on our personal relationships. We have the 

ability to forgive because we have been forgiven. Being forgiven should motivate us to forgive others. When 

we refuse to forgive, we elevate ourselves even above God! One who refuses to forgive is scoffing at Christ’s 

death, for in His death forgiveness is made possible.  

 What does it mean to forgive someone? It means:  

a. I will not dwell on the incident. 

b. I will not bring the incident up and use it as ammunition.  

c. I will not talk to others about the incident. 

d. I will not allow the incident to stand between or hinder the personal relationship.  

  

 Often times we have sinful attitudes and unrealistic expectations when trying to forgive someone. These 

 may include:  

a. Expecting the offender to earn or deserve forgiveness. 

b. Desiring to punish the offender.  

c. Demanding a guarantee that it won’t happen again.  

 Once verbal forgiveness has taken place the “reconciliation and replacement” principle should be 

 practiced. Reconciliation would mean that:  

a. The relationship is restored at least to its condition before the conflict arose, or even to a better 

relationship; 

b. Barriers are gone. 

c. There is a deeper and more realistic, honest relationship.  

 

 The replacement principle of “put off and put on” means that we make the effort to replace hurt and 

revengeful thoughts, words, deeds, and motives with godly ones (Philippians 4:8; Romans 12:14; 20-21).  

 By our thoughts, words, and deeds we can demonstrate forgiveness and rebuild relationships with 

people who have offended us. No matter how painful the offense, with God’s help, we can imitate the 

forgiveness and reconciliation that was demonstrated on the cross by Jesus. By the grace of God, we can 

forgive as “God in Christ Jesus forgave you.” (Ephesians 4:32) Remember, “we forgive TO forget, NOT forgive 

and forget.”
